“It Takes 3”

Materials

Chart paper
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Simple picture for each trio

Direction

· Divide into trios consisting of an artist, interpreter, and performer
· The artist faces the chart paper on the wall and gets a set of markers (he/she may not look at the interpreter or the performer.  The artist may ask Yes/No questions.
· The interpreter stands between the artist and the performer.  He/she may look at both the artist’s drawing and the performer in order to orally communicate directions to the artist gleaned from the performer’s actions.  It is the group goal for the final drawing to match the original picture as accurately as possible.  Of course, the interpreter and artist can’t actually see the original picture!

· The performer gets the paper with a simple picture on it.  He/she may NOT SPEAK, but must communicate to the interpreter through ACTIONS ONLY what is on the picture.  

· When they are finished (or after a pre-set time limit), post the original pictures by the corresponding new drawings to see which team’s collaboration created the best match. 
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
